Exchange & Study Program?

The U.S. Department of State established
the Kennedy-Lugar Youth Exchange and
Study (YES) program in October 2002 in
recognition of the importance of youth
exchange as a key component to build
bridges between citizens of the U.S. and
countries around the world.
